The specifics of the table design began with 58 custom-made oval tables measuring 16’x5’ and 

seating 16 at each.  Rather than a “cookie cutter” in appearance, D&M chose unique yet 

complementary era-specific fabrics including striped and pin dot linens.  Atop of this, a runner in 

a gold floral on burgundy was designed in a bell pull style. 

The next layer of design and décor wasn’t a mere centerpiece, rather, tablescapes were 

developed.  These over-the-top designs included two 36” high antique gold candelabras.  Lush 

florals of roses, burgundy callas, rose coloured pepper berries and cut pomegranates graced the 

top and a bed of evergreens running the length of the table featured 6 additional florals in gold 

containers and amber mosaic and gold hurricane style candle holders.  Additional amber cut 

glass votives, renaissance style ribbon and beautiful ornaments made for a lush full table.  With 

the 8 florals per table, each couple had a centerpiece to take home. 

Final details, taking an elegant look to absolutely stunning, included crystal chandeliers hung 

from above over each table, and gold plated goblets and charger plates.
